1 Purpose of the service

	The services are being commissioned as part of the Strategic Exe Weirs programme that aims to improve upstream and downstream fish migration for salmonids and other fish throughout the River Exe catchment. The services required: weir removal and habitat improvement Detailed Designs at Helebridge Weir.
Habitat improvement is to include in-channel features designed to mitigate for the weir removal and maintain no negative impact on the water levels at Hele Bridge road bridge whilst improving channel heterogeneity.
The designs will be used to deliver the successful removal of Helebridge Weir from the watercourse without adversely impacting on the Hele Bridge water level upstream.
The designs will be accurate representations of the construction phase, suitable for all formal permissions including (but not exhaustive) planning permission and environmental permits.




2 Description of the service

	The Consultant is required to deliver Technical Designs for Helebridge Weir removal and nature-based mitigation within the channel below Hele bridge.  The services include:
Services & Utilities checks to inform design feasibility.
Optional (separate defined cost that may not be awarded) Ground Investigations according to the Consultant’s assessment and agreement with the Client.
Production of a Location Plan and Site Plan according to guidelines as acceptable to Exmoor National Park Authority for Planning Applications.
Detailed Designs (RIBA Stage 4) for removal of Helebridge Weir and nature-based mitigation to maintain water levels at Hele Bridge road bridge. 
Suitable mitigation of modelled reduced water levels to maintain favourable fish passage at the Hele bridge foundation apron.  
Optional (separate defined cost that may not be awarded) designed fish passage improvements through Hele Bridge road bridge at low-medium flows.
A revised hydrological assessment of the confirmed Detailed Design and Flood Risk Assessment suitable for planning applications and supporting permissions.  The document should specify new predicted water levels immediately downstream of Hele Bridge road bridge.
Appropriate risk assessments will be required for all elements of the services.  Under CDM 2015 this includes a Designers Risk Assessment (DRA) for the final design.

Designs are to be undertaken in a manner that is sympathetic to the surrounding environment.

The Consultant must provide to the Client all Health and Safety information related to the provision of the services. This will include a Risk Assessment for site visits and a Designers Risk Assessment (DRA) for the produced design.

The preferred Technical Designs to Detailed Design (RIBA stage 4) will be sufficiently comprehensive for submission for Planning Permission and Environmental Permit, and for the construction phase delivery of the weir removal and habitat improvements.

5 Constraints on how the Consultant Provides the Service

	Helebridge Weir is located within Exmoor National Park. The Exmoor National Park Local Plan promotes conserving habitats in a changing climate and improving links between land and sea (4.45), action for Priority Habitats including freshwater rivers (4.56), action for Priority Species and breeding areas (4.65), encouraging landscape permeability for healthy wildlife populations (4.68) and recognising importance of ecological networks (4.69). The proposals are specifically designed for conservation and restoration of Priority Species cited as most important in the current partnership plan 2 and to meet conditions under Policy CE-S3.

The weir owners have expressed their desire to retain some ability to use the reach of the River Exe between Helebridge Weir and Hele Bridge road bridge for recreational activities. This includes retention of some water depth for bathing where possible and the possibility of angling.

Hele Bridge road bridge has potential to act as a partial fish migration barrier, by presenting a hydraulic drop from the invert surface to the downstream water level. The hydraulic drop exists during low flows but is drowned in medium to high flow conditions.  Immediately downstream of the hydraulic drop are boulders limiting the approach for leaping in low-medium flows. Nature-based solutions should aim to maintain or improve natural pools that reduce the hydraulic drop at the bridge as well as improving habitat diversity.

Disputes are to be resolved in the first instance by the Project Managers of the Client and Consultant.  Where a resolution between these two designated individuals is not possible, the dispute should be escalated to the Chief Executives of the parties for a solution.  Should the Chief Executives fail to reach agreement the dispute is to be referred to a neutral third party for mediation/conciliation.  Only when these steps fail should the dispute be resolved in line with the Contract Data of this contract
